"fresh water”, all in harmony. This is referred to as Chongpungmyungwol in Chungbuk.
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The white ground of the province’'s flag represents a clean image of people and a
promising future in Chungbuk.
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The red sun on the top represents a hopeful future along with an inherent nature for
traditional culture and scholarliness.
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The green part on the center represents the scenic mountains of Chungbuk, such as Songni
mountain, Sobaek mountain, and Worak mountain. It demonstrates the strength and resiliency

of its people.
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The blue part on the bottom represents fresh water which is the origin of life, having inland lakes
such as Chungju lake and Daecheong lake. This philosophical belief is the basis of the provincial
administration, and the potential development in Chungbuk.
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MASCOT OF CHUNGBUK
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"Kodumi” and "Barumi” represent the people of Chungcheongbuk-do. As a boy and a girl
they smile brightly and lead the people into the 21st century.
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Chungcheongbuk-do is the birthplace of the Jungwon culture and cherishes a traditional
scholarly spirit. Hense, Kodumi and Barumi convey the meaning that will open up the 21st
century on an upright and honest footing.
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"Kodumi” means "highly disciplined”, and "Barumi” means "ethical” in the Korean
language.
